Welcome to Pre-Calculus CP Level 1 with Mr. Schwind

Grade
I grade on a point-based system, meaning your grade in this class is determined by dividing the total points earned by the total points possible.  The points are based on tests, quizzes, classwork, and homework.
Materials
1. 3-ring binder (at least 1.5”)
2. paper (loose leaf or a notebook to put in binder)

3. textbook (will be issued one, only need to bring it when I tell you)
4. calculator (Must have a graphing calculator – TI-83 or TI-84)
5. pencils or pens

Other Class Information
1. Respect
· Be polite and respectful to everyone in class.  I don’t care if you and a classmate have a lifelong feud, you will act maturely and get along when you are in my class.

· It is also an expectation that each student shows respect for all school faculty members (teachers, aides, custodians, administrators, etc.) and school property.

2. Tardiness

· Come prepared and on time for class.  Do not be late!  If lateness becomes a constant issue you will get detention.  
· If you are coming from the science wing get here as quick as you can.  I will call you out if I think you are purposely taking your time getting here.
· Being prepared means that when the bell rings you have your binder on your desk, your homework is out, and you are completing the warm-up (if there is one).
3. Restroom
· Do not abuse your ability to leave the class to use the restroom or to go get a drink.  If you start to abuse this right, I will not allow you to go when you ask me.

· If you need to do either you must ask me and then sign out before going.  
4. Classwork Participation

· If we are working on a classwork activity you must participate.  You cannot do other work, read a book, sleep, do nothing, etc.  
· If you choose to not participate you will stay after with me and complete the activity.
5. Homework 

· A homework assignment will be given almost every day.  
· The homework will be graded on timeliness, effort, and completeness, not on correctness.  I expect that you will make mistakes and sometimes have a tough time completing the assignment.  This is okay because homework should be a learning tool.  However, it is also expected that ALL problems are attempted with the best of your ability by the date the assignment is due.  No late homework will be accepted.  If you are unsure how to do problems, look back at the day’s notes, look through the book, get help from a classmate, or get help from me.  You will have the opportunity to ask questions about problems when we go over the assignment in class.
· Homework will be graded as follows: 
· 3 pts – attempted all problems with effort, showed all work

· 2 pts – attempted most of the problems, showed some effort, showed all work 
· 1 pt – attempted a couple of problems, showed little effort, showed little work

· 0 pts – did not complete assignment or faked the completion of the assignment 
· I reserve the right to assign the grade that I think you deserve

· Occasionally a homework assignment may be collected and graded.  Like all other homework assignments, collected assignments will not be accepted if they are late.  
· The completion of homework is important to me as I think it is an indication of work ethic and effort, please take it seriously.
6. Quizzes and Tests
· Quizzes and chapter tests will be announced at least two days in advance.  

· Quizzes can range from 20 – 70 pts depending on the amount and importance of the material being quizzed upon.

· Chapter tests can range from 70 – 100 pts.

· For some chapters there may be multiple quizzes, instead of a chapter test.  For some chapters there may be multiple quizzes and a chapter test.  
7. Absences

· If you are absent from class on any given day it is YOUR responsibility to show me the assignment due that day (you will be given a zero until you do so), and to get the work you missed when you return to school.  

· If you are absent on the day of a quiz or test, but you were present for all the necessary material and the announcement of the quiz/test, you should be prepared to take it the day you return to class.
· I will not track you down at the end of a term to remind you about a missed homework assignment or quiz/test.  

8. Organization
· Stay organized!  Keep your material from each chapter together.  This will payoff when it comes time to study for quizzes, tests, the midyear exam, and the final exam.
9. Extra Help

· I am available after school for extra help on Mondays and Wednesdays directly following school.  However, I usually am also available other days if needed.  Let me know what days work best for you and I will do my best to accommodate you.  Do not wait until the end of the term to discover that you need extra help outside of class.  Be proactive and communicate with me so that I can give you the extra help that you need.  I want you to do well in my class and will help you to do so if you put forth the extra effort.
