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Using the Language Lab with Monsieur Dailey:
The Language Lab at Dover-Sherborn Middle School is one of the best systems available to foreign language students in the world.  Use of this equipment is a privilege that we must respect.  The following guidelines and instructions are to be followed at all times.  Failure to follow the guidelines will result in a loss of Language Lab privileges.
Guidelines:
