Grammar:  VOUS vs. TU
The “tu” form is a way to say “YOU” to a friend or a kid like yourself.  With adults like teachers and people you don’t know like waiters, you should use the formal:  “VOUS” form.

Culture:  

French friends meet in cafés where they order drinks.  Sodas are generally called by their brand names:  Un Coca, un Schwepps, un Orangina, un Pepsi, un Perrier.  In France, tipping is optional but 15% gratuities are usually already included in your bill. 

Pronunciation:
In French, the rhythm is very even and the accent always falls on the last syllable of a word or group of words.  Practice on page 65 of your textbook.

Culture:

EUROS.  France has used EUROS since 2002.  They used to use Francs.  A Euro Dollar has a value that changes daily, but it currently is worth a bit more than a US dollar.  Francs are no longer used, but people often refer to them out of habit to have an idea of how much bigger items cost.

Pronunciation:

The French “R” is very different.  You have to gargle to get it right.  Practice on page 69 of your text.

Grammar:

The season vs. in the season

L’hiver means the winter but to say in wintertime, you must say “en hiver”.

En goes before été, automne and hiver, but NOT printemps.  You must use AU before printemps.

Pronunciation:

When a word ending in a consonant is followed by a word beginning in a vowel, we often link them.  We call this a liason.

En été is pronounced:  /uh NAY tay/
