Unité 8  ORAL PRESENTATION PROJECT


A Trip I Took
The main theme of Unit 8 is:  “Leisure-time activities”.  You have learned how to discuss your weekend activities, talk about individual summer and winter sports, and describe what you do to help around the house and describe vacation and travel plans.  You are able to talk about what you do and what you never do and describe what you did and where you went yesterday, last week, or last summer.  More generally, you have learned how to narrate what happened at any time in the past.

Now it is time to show how well you can perform the skills mentioned above.  Here is your task:  You will make a presentation to your class and teacher about a trip that you took.

Your presentation must be entirely in French and you must have it memorized.  There will be no reading from notes or note-cards.
You must have a visual aid to help your classmates and teacher better understand your presentation.  This visual aid can take the form of a series of photos, postcards, maps, slide-shows, video or other.  Be creative and keep in mind that the purpose of the visual aid is to help your classmates understand you better.  It is also an important tool for helping you remember everything that you want to talk about.

The “script” of your presentation must include the following elements:
1. The date of your trip.

2. The place where you traveled.

3. The mode of transportation to get there, and then the mode(s) used to get around while there.

4. The occasions for going there…(Was it during a holiday vacation like Christmas or Hanukah?  Was it Summer vacation?  Was it Spring Break?) 
5. The people with whom you went… (Your friends?  Your family?)

6. Mention of at least five fun things that you did while on the trip.

7. Mention of at least one thing that you NEVER did and one thing that NOBODY even though they had the opportunity to do so.

8. Mention of how you felt at certain times during your trip.  Be sure to use at least two different expressions with avoir.

9. Mention of at least one thing you bought, how much you paid for it and what currency was used to make the transaction.

10. The entire presentation must be made using the passé compose.  There must be positive and negative sentences and there must be verbs that use avoir AND être in the passé compose.
All visual aids must be completed and ready to go on Monday, April 3rd.  Presentations will begin on Wednesday, April 5th.  Students will be chosen at random to present.  After each presentation, classmates must write a question in French for more information.  This list of questions (one for each presentation) will be graded as a 100 point quiz.
