In English we talk about what we like to DO by using VERBS.
VERBS are action words like:

Play

Run

Jump

Eat

Think

VERBS have many forms.  For example:  These are all forms of the verb TO PLAY
Play

Plays

Played

Playing

Will play

Have played

Will have played

Will have been playing

Each of the VERB forms above slightly changes the way it is used in a sentence, but they are all the same VERB.

French VERBS have many forms, just like English VERBS.  We are going to start learning VERBS in their…get this vocab: INFINITIVE FORMS
VERB INFINITIVES are the “whole form” of the VERB
In English VERB INFINITIVES are two words:  (to play);  (to eat);  (to read);  etc..

In French, they are only one word:  (to play)=(jouer);  (to eat)=(manger);  (to read)=(lire)

To use VERB INFINITIVES in French, you place them after expressions such as:  I like, I prefer, I don’t like, and Do you like.

Do you like to eat?
Est-ce que tu aimes manger?

I like to eat.

J’aime manger.
I don’t like to eat.
Je n’aime pas manger.
I prefer to eat.

Je préfère manger.
